




















SHOREBASED INSTRUCTOR COURSES

This two-day course is primarily for those who are new to teaching the RYA shorebased
courses, although experienced instructors are also welcome to attend.

To teach up to Coastal Skipper/Yachtmaster

Candidates should hold the RYA/MCA Yachtmaster® Offshore Certificate of Competence, and
have successfully completed the Yachtmaster® Shorebased Certificate in the last five years.
Candidates knowledge should be well in excess of the Yachtmaster® Shorebased certificate
and are advised to work through the Shorebased papers that are sent out prior to the course.

To teach up to Day Skipper

Candidates should be an Advanced Powerboat Instructor and have successfully completed the
Yachtmaster® Shorebased Certificate in the last five years. Candidates knowledge should be
well in excess of the Yachtmaster® Shorebased certificate and are advised to work through the
Shorebased papers that are sent out prior to the course.

To teach the Basic Navigation and Safety

Candidates should hold an RYA Practical Instructors Certificate and at least a RYA Day Skipper
Shorebased Course Completion Certificate. Candidates knowledge should be well in excess of
the Day Skipper Shorebased certificate and are advised to work through the Shorebased
papers that are sent out prior to the course. RYA Yachtmaster Instructors, Powerboat Trainers
and existing shorebased Instructors can teach the course without further training.

All candidates should be active small craft users.
Please note that courses are offered on the basis of previous demand. If your

area is not covered then we can come to you to run a course if you have six or
more people who wish to become qualified and suitable premises.

Before applying for this course you should have a VHF Short Range Certificate and
already be an RYA Instructor in another discipline; ie Shorebased, Cruising, Powerboat,
Dinghy or Yachtmaster® Instructor. Some other specialist groups may also be
considered.

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FIRST AID INSTRUCTOR COURSES

Applicants for this one—day course must hold the HSE First Aid at Work certificate, or an
equivalent, as a minimum first aid qualification.

Doctors, Nurses (UKCC parts 1,2,7 or 12) with recent appropriate acute experience and
paramedics are exempt from the need for a first aid certificate, but must be aware of
current first aid practices as detailed in the Red Cross/St Johns/St Andrews First Aid
Manual. Once retired and no longer practicing a first aid certificate will be required after
3 years.

In addition all applicants must hold a VHF or SRC certificate and are normally expected
to be an RYA instructor in another field. Special cases may be considered. The RYA
Sea Survival course is highly recommended for all potential first aid instructors.

Instructors must be able appreciate the restrictions of first aid in the marine environment
and recent, relevant boating experience is essential.
